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Topics of the Month


In Math, we will be continuing to practice counting. Students will need to know how to count to 100 by 10’s and 1’s and will count to answer the question “How Many?” Students will be learning different strategies to help them with their counting. We will be learning strategies like: count out loud, touch and count, move and count, line up and count, count on, and don’t forget to recount! Ask your student to count your silverware and plates as you set the dinner table using some of these strategies. Ask your student which is their favorite to use!


In social studies, we will continue our First PYP unit “Who we are” (Please see IB Corner). We will also be starting our Cookies for Character program for the year! Cookies for Character is aligned with our school’s IB program. The month of September’s Learner Profile and attitude is “Communicator”. This trait teaches your child about cooperation, tolerance and empathy. This event will occur in the afternoon and parents of the selected student are encouraged to come celebrate your child. The date for the event is the last Friday of each month. This month “Cookies for Character” will be on September 29th.


In writing, students will continue to use a combination of drawing, dictating, and writing to write about what they know. Students will participate in a mini-lesson, have an independent writing time, and a sharing time. Students will begin to explore narrative writing and how to brain storm their own thoughts and opinions. Students will be working on how to add details, label their pictures, discuss feelings, places and events and write about what they know with confidence. Students will reflect on their writing and conference with their teacher to discuss what they wrote.  The students have also come up with a team name to motivate them to write and see why writing is so important. Ask your child what their team name is in writing so that they will share what they learned or did in writing.


In reading, we will continue to make our way through the “Units of Study” curriculum. We have been talking about how to read through the books we chose, and to always go back and reread. Students also learned about how to partner read. We will be working to sit with a partner and read through our books together! We will be continuing our phonics lessons, read-aloud, and shared text that teachers will read every day. Students will be working to answer comprehension questions to better understand what they have read.
